Content Topic: Cultural Geography, Special Focus – Global Women’s Issues (Day 3)
Estimated Lesson Time: 85 min.

Provisions for Differentiation and Learning Styles:

The Classroom Teacher and School Librarian will have reviewed the script drafts from the previous day in order to plan for grouping and individualized instruction. The School Librarian will focus her efforts during the time allotted to script writing on those students who seemed to have the most difficulty/least productivity the previous day.  

Verbal/Linguistic – class discussions, orally presented material, script writing, Audacity Recording
Musical/Rhythmic – NPR Podcast Recordings, Audacity Recording

Visual/Spatial – projected images

Body/Kinesthetic – simultaneous completion of computer tasks with School Librarian, sticking post-its to board
Interpersonal – group discussions

Intrapersonal – independent application of skills

Engagement (interest/hook): 

Classroom Teacher and School Librarian will begin class by reading (trading off) small snippets from the rough drafts of the students Podcast scripts, which were saved yesterday on the students’ drives. This will pique student interest in the topics, and also serve to illustrate glitches in the script drafts.
The School Librarian will play a genuine NPR podcast. The Classroom Teacher and School Librarian will lead the students in evaluating how they can make their scripts more professional. 
Pre-assessment of Prior Knowledge: 

The Classroom Teacher and School Librarian will have reviewed the script drafts from the previous day in order to plan for grouping and individualized instruction.

Direct Instruction:

The School Librarian will briefly review yesterday’s detailed instruction on the appropriate format and structure for the script writing process and expectations for the final Audacity recording process. She will remind the students of available resources before transitioning to independent practice. 

Independent Practice:

The students will continue working independently on their script drafts while the School Librarian circulates to assist. After showing their final drafts to the Classroom Teacher for approval, the students may begin work on their Audacity recording, having had instruction in the technology the previous day. 

Pre-Assessment of Prior Knowledge:

Before going to lunch (which precedes beginning Works Cited instruction), the School Librarian will have the students complete a quick transition slip on which the students will respond to questions about their experience making Works Cited pages and using online Citation Generators. 

Direct instruction:

The School Librarian will project a model MLA Works Cited page to walk through expectations for the format of the page. Time devoted to this portion of the activity will be adjusted in accordance with the findings of the Transition Slip. 
Modeling and Guided Practice: 

The School Librarian will use a sample resource information strip to model, the process of using NoodleBib Express to generate a citation and copy that citation into a word document. If the students have little to no experience using NoodleBib Express, the School Librarian may model the process twice. 

The Classroom Teacher will distribute a sample resource information strip to each student. The students will practice generating citations for the sample resources while the School Librarian and Classroom Teacher circulate to assist. 
Independent Practice:

The students will use their recorded resource information notes to generate citations for each of their 4+ sources. 

Modeling and Guided Practice:

Once the students have each generated at least 2 of their resource citations, the School Librarian will have the students pause to demonstrate the adjustments that the students need to make in their Word Documents to ensure that their Works Cited page is formatted according to MLA style. The students will perform the steps as the School Librarian demonstrates. 
Independent Practice:

The students will review their completed citations in their Word Document to ensure that the page is fully formatted according to MLA style standards.
Sharing and Reflecting:

At the conclusion of the lesson, the Classroom Teacher and School Librarian will ask the students to record questions/problems they still have on post-it notes. They will group the questions on the board under headings for Audacity Recording, and Works Cited page. The Classroom Teacher and School Librarian will read the questions/comments aloud and either address them or make provisions to address them during the beginning of the next day’s class. Audacity questions will be the top priority since the students will need to have their Podcasts completed for presentation during the next class session. 
Assessment (formative): 

The School Librarian will have the students digitally submit their completed rough draft Works Cited pages for formative assessment. The following day’s session will begin by using anonymously projecting sample Works Cited pages for the students to identify and correct common problems.

Provisions for Differentiation and Learning Styles:

The Classroom Teacher and School Library will target specific groups of students needing the most assistance on this last day of the research project based on the students’ questions and concerned they submitted via post-it note the previous day.

Verbal/Linguistic – Orally presented Material, Class Discussions, Podcasts

Musical Rhythmic – Podcasts

Visual/Spatial – Works Cited Page Analysis
Body/Kinesthetic – Gallery Walk

Intrapersonal – Independent work, Independent Analysis of Others Podcasts

Interpersonal – Class Discussions
Engagement (interest/hook):
The School Librarian will remove student names from a few examples of student Works Cited pages (a mix of good and bad). As each page is projected, the students will evaluate it for errors. The Classroom Teacher will randomly call on students to contribute during the discussion. 

Pre-Assessment of Prior Knowledge:

Using the post-it notes the students completed on the previous day with their continued questions and concerns relating to the research project, the School Librarian and Classroom Teacher will address general questions with the large group and plan to meet with small groups of students relating to specific areas of concern as needed. 
Direct Instruction:

Direct instruction for today will include only reviewing expectations and answering questions that pertain to the whole group. It will be limited as much as possible so that the students have the maximum amount of time to finalize their Podcast recordings. 
Prior to distributing the Student Process Self-Assessment, the School Librarian will briefly review Big 6 Step 6, so that the students connect the assessment with Evaluation of their research experience. 

Modeling and Guided Practice:

The school librarian will model for the students how the Student Process Self-Assessment should be completed. By projecting the document, she will model exactly how the students should go about highlighting and scoring themselves in each of the 6 Areas. 

Independent Practice:

The students will work independently to address last minute issues with their research projects. They will know that the Works Cited pages can be corrected and submitted the following day with their Student Process Self-Assessments. They will primarily be focusing on finalizing their Podcast recordings. 
Direct Instruction:
The Classroom Teacher will review expectations for the Podcast Gallery Walk and explain how the Gallery Walk worksheet will be completed. 

Sharing and Reflecting:

The students will be asked to have their Podcast files pulled up on their computers and ready for sharing just prior to leaving for lunch. The students will be expected to listen to a minimum of 4 other students’ Podcasts during the Gallery Walk, each on a different current Women’s Issue. The last few minutes of class will be spent sharing findings and debriefing as an entire class. 
Assessment (summative):

The final Podcasts and Gallery Walk worksheets will be submitted to the Classroom Teacher for scoring.

The School Librarian will score the final Works Cited pages. She will also collect and analyze the Student Process Self-Assessments.
