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1. How well did I participate in the group? Was I a team player?

I was an active participant in the group. I think that we all did an excellent job respecting each others’ opinions. Our f2f discussions were very productive. I was often the group member who was able to meld differing group members’ ideas and concepts together, acting as a mediator and helping us all to compromise in our decisions.
2. Did I make a significant contribution?

Yes. Like the other members of my group, I made suggestions for possible source inclusions in our annotated bibliography, previewed and approved our five selections, helped breakdown who would take responsibility for what and contributed a suggested integration idea for each of our finalized sources. I also fined-tuned and edited our final documents through Google Docs. 
3. Did I share my portion of the work load?

I would say that my weakest area of contribution to the group assignment was in the initial source selection. Due to some unfortunate technological difficulties, I found myself without a working computer and as I was working fulltime during the day at a summer camp, I had very limited access to the internet. 

In order to make up for this, I took charge of a search for a book of poetry. We were really hoping to include one so that we would have additional variety in our sources. Unfortunately, the collections of poetry I found were more multicultural than immigration. We made a decision as a group to steer away from that direction and went ahead with our other sources.

I actively participated in our f2f discussions and contributed my integration ideas. We worked together to create a plan which would allow us to split our presentation time as equally as possible. Bill has gone above and beyond, taking charge of two sources, since he has considerable familiarity with the novels we have included. Janet was a wonderful resource in setting up our Google Docs for us. 
4. How comfortable do I feel with the group process?
This was a pretty low-stress project. I trusted my group members, and we worked well together. We rarely even needed to email each other as we worked online from home because we just had a natural give and take relationship with one another.

5. Did I feel comfortable expressing any problems or concerns openly?

Absolutely. At times, one group member might go slightly astray from the objective of the assignment with an idea; the other group members always felt comfortable discussing what was appropriate for the assignment and what might be losing sight of the ultimate goal. 

6. How do I feel about the work produced by my group?

I feel very pleased with our final product. I think we have a very useable Annotated Bibliography with excellent sources and 4 varied integration ideas for each source. It was important to us to incorporate ideas for both brief and long-term assignments, knowing that different strategies would appeal to different types of teachers. It was our hope that even a teacher who generally thought integration of outside YA sources into his/her classroom would find our warm-up length strategies appealing and engaging. 
7. How well did the collaborative process contribute to my learning?

It was great to be able to shape our project based on our varied ideas, and we certainly kept each other in check throughout the process in terms of our final goal. Having the perspectives of four individuals gave us a much wider variety of material for our integration ideas than I could have produced individually.
